Individual orientation and 
shading conditions required 
extra care in the design phase 
to utilize the solar gain and 
reach Passive House level.

Passive House School

The project contains both retro�tting 
of an existing building and 1200 
square meter new build. They both 
comply with the demands in the 
Passive House standard, which 
means that in terms of energy 
heating it is close to self-suf�cient 
by utilising the free solar heat that 
passes through the windows.
